Executive Summary

Five-Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program

The Five-Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program (Five-Year Program) is required
pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes §28-304 and is approved annually by the State
Transportation Board (Board). The Five-Year Program contains the programs and projects to be
developed and constructed by Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) over the next five
years on interstates and state highways, along with the estimated costs. ADOT is responsible
for developing and constructing the projects in the Five-Year Program, and for maintaining the
interstates and state highways.

Current Highway Funding

Funding for Arizona’s transportation needs is slightly less than the 2025-2029 Five-Year
Program and remains an area of concern over the long term. Arizona Highway User Revenue
Fund (HURF) revenues are projected to increase over the term of the 2026-2030 Five Year
Program, although there is reasonable uncertainty regarding the state and U.S. economy. In
addition, fuel and vehicle license tax revenues, which represent most of the funds flowing into
the HURF, will continue to be pressured as consumers transition to more fuel-efficient vehicles
and inflation continues to erode the value of the state gas tax, which has not been adjusted
since 1992.

Federal aid provides most of the funding for Arizona’s transportation. In November 2021,
Congress passed a new, long-term, federal aid highway program, the Infrastructure Investment
and Jobs Act, also known as the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL). BIL became law on
November 15, 2021, and ADOT estimated that the State will receive over $5.0 billion in
apportionments over the period 2022 through 2026. This represents a significant increase in
funding over the previous authorization (the FAST Act), but much of the funding is restricted in
use, and obligation of these funds will continue to be limited by federal appropriations actions.

Despite increased revenues, needs continue to exceed available funds. According to the Long-
Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) adopted by the Board in October 2023, the projected needs
far exceed future projected revenues by $162.3 billion over the 25 year horizon of the LRTP.

In addition, BIL does not address the long-term decline in revenues flowing into the federal
Highway Trust Fund, which continues to be a concern. BIL also expires on September 30, 2026
and Congress must either extend it or pass a new, long-term, federal aid highway program. The
2026-2030 Five-Year Program assumes continued federal aid funding at the same levels
authorized under BIL, although changes to the Program may be required in the future based on
Congressional action.

Linking Planning and Programming

In October 2023, the Board approved the update of the LRTP. The plan, which is not project-
specific, sets transportation investment priorities for ADOT based on anticipated future revenues
and system needs.



As part of the implementation of the plan, ADOT has assessed its current programming policies
and practices. This assessment provided a direct connection between the plan’s Recommended
Investment Choice and ADOT’s programming process. The primary objective of this
assessment was to ensure the alignment of decision-making with the plan’s goals, objectives,
performance measures, and policies, including an opportunity to improve its transparency,
credibility, understandability, and effectiveness. The outcome is a strategy that links long-range
transportation planning to the state’s Five-Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program.

Strategic investment levels are identified and included in the Long-Range Transportation Plan,
which is normally updated every five years. The 2023 plan established recommended policy
direction for allocation of future revenues across the following three major investment
categories:

e Preservation (78%) — Activities that preserve transportation infrastructure by sustaining
asset condition or extending asset service life.

e Modernization (15%) — Highway improvements that upgrade efficiency, functionality, and
safety without adding capacity.

e Expansion (7%) — Improvements that add transportation capacity through the addition of
new facilities and/or services.

Adherence to these allocation goals are measured over the term of each Five-Year Program.

By long-standing agreement among transportation stakeholders in the State, the available
revenues for the Five-Year Program is allocated across three regions (see pie chart below):

e The Board programs 50% of the available
revenues for projects and programs
primarily in Greater Arizona, which
consists of the 13 counties outside of
Maricopa and Pima Counties. These
programs and projects appear in the
Highway section of this document.

In addition, the Board programs certain
aviation funding for aeronautics programs
and projects which appear in the Airport
Capital Improvement Program section.

e An additional 37% is allocated for
programs and projects on interstates and state highways in Maricopa County and is
programmed primarily by the Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG). These
programs and projects appear in the Maricopa County Regional Transportation Plan
Freeway Program section of this document.

e The remaining 13% is allocated for projects on interstates and state highways in Pima
County, and is programmed primarily by the Pima Association of Governments (PAG).
These projects appear in the Pima Association of Governments Regional Transportation
Authority Highway Program section of this document.
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Highways Section

The Highway section of this document includes individual projects on
the interstates and state highways in the 13 counties outside of
Maricopa and Pima Counties. In addition, the Local Projects section
shows projects on city or county roads funded from certain
competitive federal aid programs, including Off-system Bridges,
Transportation Alternatives, Highway Safety Improvement Projects,
and others.

Finally, the Highways section includes ADOT “subprograms,” which
represent funding available for certain programs and purposes each
year. These funds will be programmed as the funds are required in
the applicable year.

Maricopa County Regional Transportation Plan Freeway Program
(RTPFP) Section

The Maricopa Association of Governments
(MAG) is the designated metropolitan
planning organization (MPO) and council of
governments (COG) for transportation
planning in the Phoenix metropolitan area. MAG
provides a forum for local governments

to work together on issues that affect
residents on a regional level. MAG members
include the region’s 27 incorporated cities
and towns, Maricopa County, Pinal County,
the Fort McDowell Yavapai Nation, Gila River
Indian Community, the Salt River Pima-
Maricopa Indian Community, and ADOT.

As the MPO, MAG is responsible for developing the long-range Regional Transportation Plan
(RTP). The RTP sets forth a regional vision for transportation. It serves as a long-term blueprint,
guiding investments into the region’s transportation system now and into the future. In addition
to transportation planning, MAG coordinates regional planning activities for air quality,
wastewater, solid waste management and human services.

The regional freeway program within Maricopa County, also known as the Freeway Life Cycle
program (FLCP), is partially funded through the county’s dedicated half-cent sales tax for
transportation investments.The current half-cent sales was approved by the voters in 2004
through Proposition 400. This 20-year authorization extends through fiscal year 2026. In 2024,
voters approved Proposition 479, an extension of the half-cent sales tax for another 20 years to
2045. Propositions 400 and 479 are key funding sources for the FLCP and other programs
contained within the MAG RTP. The FLCP also utilizes federal funding, Highway User Revenue
Funds (HURF), and HURF and RARF revenue bonds.

The RTPFP section includes everything in the Freeway Life Cycle Program, such as new
freeways to serve growth in the region, improvements to the existing system of freeways and
highways to reduce current and future congestion and safety improvements. The work includes
new freeway corridors, additional lanes on existing facilities, new interchanges at arterial cross
streets, high occupancy vehicle ramps at system interchanges, litter and landscape

maintenance programs, freeway management systems, and freeway service patrols. ADOT
implements the freeway/highway projects listed in the RTPFP.

MAG’s programming cycle varies from that of the Five-Year Program. As a result, the projects in
this section are subject to change in the final Five-Year Program based on changes approved
as part of MAG's process.

Pima Association of Governments Regional Transportation
Authority Highway Program Section

The Pima Association of
Governments (PAG) is the
federally designated
metropolitan planning
organization for Pima County
with program areas that include
regional transportation planning.
Pima County voters approved
the half cent sales tax on May
16, 2006, along with a 20-year,
$2.1 billion Regional
Transportation Authority (RTA)
plan. The RTA plan includes
roadway, safety, transit, and environmental and economic elements to be implemented over a
20-year period.

Both the tax and plan will expire at the end of June 2026. A public-driven regional planning
process called “RTA Next” is in progress to develop a new RTA plan. Upon approval, the RTA
Board is expected to set an election date.

The PAG section of the program includes all projects currently programmed on the interstates
and state highways in Pima County. PAG’s programming cycle varies from that of the Five-Year
Program so the projects in this section are subject to change in the final Five-Year Program.

Airport Capital Improvement Program Section

This section shows the Tentative Five-Year Airport Capital Improvement Program developed in
conjunction with Arizona’s public airports and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). The
program parallels the FAA's Airport Capital Improvement Program and has the dual objective of
maximizing the use of state dollars for airport development and maximizing FAA funding for
Arizona airports.

Federal monies are derived primarily from taxes on airline tickets and are distributed by the FAA
directly to local airports. State funds come from flight property tax, aircraft lieu tax, and aviation
fuel tax. The State has also benefited from additional appropriated funds from the Arizona State
legislature in recent years. The Airport Capital Improvement Program development process
allocates money from the State Aviation Fund and distributes these funds across five major
categories:

Federal/State/Local Grants,

State/Local Grants,

Airport Pavement Management System (APMS),
Airport Loan Program, and

Statewide System Planning and Services
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The State/Local grant requests are funded as approved by the State Transportation Board if
they meet the priority rating within the program for the airport category and fiscal year. Airport
sponsors receive a federal grant and will apply to the state for the matching funds. The
maximum grant funds any sponsor may receive cannot exceed 10 percent of the average
revenue received by the State Aviation Fund over the three previous years.

The Airport Capital Improvement Program also provides for state-funded airport loans and
Airport Pavement Maintenance Service. Statewide System Planning and Services are managed
by ADOT and funded by both federal and state monies.

Public Participation

Federal law requires the Tentative Five-Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program to
be made reasonably available for public review and comment. To comply with this requirement,
ADOT has made the document available on its website at azdot.gov/tentative5year. In addition,
a searchable dashboard showing locations, years, funding and other information about the
projects in the Tentative Five-Year Program is available online at
https://adot.maps.arcgis.com/apps/dashboards/ce1684c0f0454a179cdef93eadded3lc.

The public can provide comments on the tentative Five-Year Program through any of the
following options:

The State Transportation Board will consider all public comments received by 5 p.m. on May 23,
2025, and is expected to adopt the 2026-2030 Five-Year Program at its June 20, 2025 meeting.

Upon adoption of the 2026-2030 Five-Year Program by the Board, the final document will be
prepared and updated on ADOT’s website at azdot.gov. The program will become effective on
July 1, 2025. Updates to the program can be viewed monthly as the Board acts on specific
projects at the monthly Board meetings.

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Introduction

The Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) is required by state law (Title 28, Chapter
20, Article 3; A.R.S. §828-6952, §28-6953, §28-6954 and §28-6955) to construct and maintain all
interstate and state highways in Arizona and provide financial assistance to public airports for
airport development projects. Fulfilling this responsibility involves extensive public participation
and sophisticated technical evaluation of potential projects. The process culminates in the Five-
Year Transportation Facilities Construction Program for highways and airports.

This section identifies transportation projects and programs programmed by the State
Transportation Board from its 50% regional allocation and primarily includes projects in the 13
counties outside of Maricopa and Pima Counties for State fiscal years 2026— 2030. Individual
projects are listed by route followed by milepost. This section also includes ADOT'’s
subprograms and local projects funded by the Board through competitive programs such as
Transportation Alternatives, Off-System Bridge and Highway Safety Improvement Program
funding.

Delivery of these projects may be impacted by economic conditions, project development
challenges, new federal or state legislation and other issues. ADOT continually monitors such
issues and adjusts the Five-Year Program throughout the year to maximize the impact of
available funding for the benefit of the transportation system and the traveling public.

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Introduction

In 2003, the Forty-sixth Arizona State Legislature passed House Bill 2292 (chapter 217),
establishing the Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG) Transportation Policy Committee
(TPC). The TPC was tasked with developing a Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) for Maricopa
County and the process for an election to extend the half cent County Transportation Excise Tax
that was previously approved. On November 2, 2004, voters in Maricopa County approved
Proposition 400 to extend the half cent sales tax for transportation, effective January 1, 2006
through December 31, 2025. Pursuant to A.R.S. §42-6105.D, the revenues from Proposition 400
are distributed to the three major components of the RTP as follows:

e Freeways/Highways — 56.2 percent
e Arterial Street Improvements — 10.5 percent
e Transit — 33.3 percent

In 2023, the Fifty-sixth Arizona State Legislature passed Senate Bill 1102 (chapter 203), this
included enabling legislation that allowed Maricopa County to seek approval from the voters of the
county to extend the half-cent sales tax through 2045 under Proposition 479. SB 1102 also
continued the role of TPC in regional planning. Pursuant to A.R.S. §42-6105.01.D, the revenues
from Proposition 479 are distributed to the three major components of the RSTIIP as follows:

e Freeways/Highways — 40.5 percent
e Arterial Street and Regional Transportation Infrastructure Improvements — 22.5 percent
e Transit — 37 percent

Freeway Life Cycle Program

The Freeway Life Cycle Program (FLCP) includes new freeway corridors and improvements to
the existing system that reduce current and future congestion and improve safety. Programmed
through the end of the current excise tax in 2026, the projects involved include new freeway
corridors, additional lanes on existing facilities, new interchanges at arterial cross streets, high
occupancy vehicle ramps at system interchanges, noise mitigation, litter and landscape
maintenance programs, freeway management systems and freeway service patrols. The FLCP is
primarily funded by three primary revenue sources: Maricopa County’s dedicated half-cent sales
tax for transportation, known as the Regional Area Road Fund (RARF); Arizona Department of
Transportation (ADOT) federal funds; and Highway User Revenue Funds (HURF). Funding also
comes from the issuance of RARF and HURF bonds.

The Life Cycle Program concept is a programming approach which forecasts and programs funds
on projects throughout the full life of a major funding source. Life Cycle programming ensures a
fiscal balance between anticipated revenues and expenditures through the preparation of reliable
cost estimates for the FLCP as well as a forecast of revenues available to fund the system. The
costs are reviewed semi-annually, and revenues are certified by ADOT every six months. Life
Cycle programming also requires both ADOT and MAG to maintain realistic planning and
construction schedules based on funding and provides for periodic reporting to the public and
other governmental agencies.

On November 5, 2024, voters in Maricopa County approved Proposition 479, which extended the

dedicated half-cent sales tax for transportation until December 31, 2045. MAG is in the process of
evaluating the impacts of Prop 479 on the FLCP and future updates will be provided.
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Programmed Projects

The following pages provide a listing of the RTPFP projects for the period FY 2026 - 2030. These
projects are programmed on an obligation basis, which means that the full cost of each project is
shown in the fiscal year in which the project is expected to go to bid. The actual flow of cash
payments on the project extends for the duration of work activities, which may span several years.

The 1990 Federal Clean Air Act Amendments and subsequent amendments require that
transportation plans and programs be in conformance with applicable air quality plans. To comply
with this requirement, MAG conducts an air quality conformity analysis on transportation projects
planned and programmed in the MAG area. As these analyses are completed, the scope and
timing of projects in the Five-Year Program may be affected. Further, some of the projects in this
section are contingent upon approval by the MAG Regional Council and a finding of air quality
conformity.

Programming Process

A.R.S §28-6352 requires ADOT to adopt a budget process that ensures that the estimated cost of
the system, including corridor and corridor segments, does not exceed the total amount of
revenue estimated to be available for the system. MAG is responsible for establishing the overall
plan for the system and the priority of the corridors included in the plan, and MAG may
recommend a corridor construction schedule. ADOT’s role is to prepare, adopt and execute a
program of design, right of way acquisition and construction projects through which the MAG
Freeway Life Cycle Program is implemented.

Public Hearings

The FY 2026-2030 RTPFP must be approved by both the Board and the MAG Regional Council.
For ADOT, the approval process includes presentation to the State Transportation Board in
February followed by one or more Public Hearing(s), with final approval by the State
Transportation Board anticipated on June 20, 2025. For MAG, the approval process includes
review through the MAG committee approval processes and final approval by Regional Council
anticipated in May or June, 2025.

Pima County Projects

Projects in the Pima County Regional Transportation Authority Highway Program



Introduction

The Pima Association of Governments (PAG) is the federally designated metropolitan planning
organization for Pima County with responsibility for regional transportation planning. The
Regional Transportation Authority, managed by PAG, is the fiscal manager of a 20-year regional
transportation plan that includes improvements in four areas: roadway corridors, safety, transit,
environmental and economic vitality.

Pima County voters approved the $2.1 billion regional transportation plan on May 16, 2006,
along with a half-cent sales tax. The plan is being implemented over a 20-year period. Both the
tax and plan will expire on June 30, 2026. A public-driven regional planning process called “RTA
Next” is in progress to develop a new RTA plan.

Transportation Funding

Transportation projects in the PAG region are funded from four primary revenue sources:

Regional funding (RTA Funds) - the half-cent sales tax passed in 2006; currently
scheduled to expire on June 30, 2026.

PAG 12.6% and PAG 2.6% - The PAG region receives annual funding from the HURF,
which consists of fuel taxes, vehicle license taxes, registration fees and other sources. It
is divided by statute among the Department of Public Safety (DPS), the Arizona
Department of Transportation (ADOT) and counties, cities and towns. ADOT receives
50.5% of HURF and by state law, allocates 12.6% of these funds for the Maricopa
Association of Governments (MAG) and PAG regions. Twenty-five percent (25%) of the
“12.6% funds” is allocated to PAG and 75% to MAG. PAG 12.6% may be used for
arterial roadways.

In addition, an Arizona State Transportation Board (STB) policy allocates a further 2.6% of
ADOT’s HURF to the MAG and PAG regions. PAG 2.6% funds may only be used on state
routes and highways.

ADOT 13% Regional allocation - After the deduction of funds as described above,
ADOT’s share of HURF funds must pay for ADOT operations, maintenance and debt
service on outstanding bonds. The remaining funding is then combined with ADOT’s
share of federal highway funds, which comprises most of the funding for ADOT’s
highway construction program. The region receives 13% of these funds, which are
programmed primarily by PAG on interstates and state highways in Pima County.

Federal Funding — The PAG region receives certain types of federal transportation
funding through authorization of federal legislation from Congress. Such funds are based
on various formulas and include Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP),
Transportation Alternatives (TA), Carbon Reduction Program (CRP) and other funds.
Federal funding is used both on the highways and local roads.

Airport Capital Improvement Program

In conjunction with Arizona’s public airports and the Federal Aviation Administration

(FAA), ADOT develops the Five-Year Airport Capital Improvement Program (ACIP) to parallel
the FAA'’s Airport Capital Improvement Program. The ACIP has the dual objective of
maximizing the use of State dollars for airport development and maximizing FAA funding for
Arizona airports. Federal monies are derived mainly from taxes on airline tickets and are
distributed by the Federal Aviation Administration directly to local airports through the National
Airport Improvement Program.

State funding comes mainly from flight property tax, aircraft in-lieu tax, aircraft registration, and
aviation fuel tax. The ACIP development process allocates money from the State Aviation Fund
and distributes these funds across five major subprograms of the Airport Development
Program. The State Transportation Board approves this distribution annually. The five
subprograms are:

Federal/State/Local Grants (FSL)

This program provides half of the sponsor’s share of an FAA Airport Improvement Program
(AIP) grant. Airport sponsors are the direct recipients of FAA AIP funds, not ADOT sub-
recipients. These grants are coordinated with, but independent of, FAA actions.

Matching grants include Airport design, construction, safety, security, capacity enhancement,
equipment, maintenance, environmental, planning, and land acquisition.

State/Local Grants (SL)

This program provides Airport Development Funds to the airport sponsors without FAA funding.
These grants provide 90% of the project’s eligible costs, or 95% for General Aviation - Basic
classification airport sponsors. Requests for these grants are subject to a State Transportation
Board approved prioritization process. Once prioritized, funds allocated to this program
determine which projects will be funded.

State grants include design, construction, safety, security, capacity enhancement,
environmental, planning, and minor land acquisitions.

Airport Pavement Management System (APMS)

This program specializes in providing airport sponsors with assistance in major pavement
maintenance projects. Every three years, ADOT performs a statewide analysis of the aviation
pavement surfaces based on the Corps of Engineers Pavement Condition Index (PCI). Based
on these results, Aeronautics conducts the design and construction administration at no cost to
the sponsor while the sponsor is responsible for only 10% of the construction cost.

This sub-program includes design and construction management fees for APMS, which were
previously carried under the Statewide Systems Planning and Services subprogram.
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Grand Canyon Airport (GCN)

Previous Five-Year Programs listed Grand Canyon Nation Park Airport (GCN) projects as if
they were Matching Grants. This Five- Year Program includes GCN grants under their own
subprogram. The State Aviation fund pays 100% of project costs, and then is reimbursed
91.06% from FAA.

Statewide System Planning and Services (Aero)

ADOT Aeronautics performs state-wide system studies and projects. These projects are funded
with state aviation funds, with some projects also receiving FAA reimbursable grants. Typical
projects include State Airport System Planning, Economic Impact of Aviation, unique projects
considered beneficial to the state as a system, Arizona flight charts, and site location studies.

Airport Loan Program (ALP)

This program gives airport sponsors the opportunity to borrow funds from the State Aviation
Fund to build projects that are typical revenue producing in nature and therefore ineligible for
airport development grants. Loans are designed to benefit the local economy of the airport with
attractive terms and interest rates. These loans have typically included projects for construction
of new fuel farms, aircraft “T-hangars” and large aviation business hangars as well as other
aviation needs on an airport. This program is not currently active.

Programming of projects in the ACIP occurs on various cycles depending upon FAA actions

and application periods. As a result, information presented in this section is subject to change
in the final Five-Year Program.
