300.20 TITLE VI NONDISCRIMINATION 

In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (49 C.F.R. Part 21) and related statutes and 
regulations, the CA Agency must comply and further ensure that: 

“No person in the United States shall, on the ground of race, color, or national origin,  be excluded 
from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under 
any program or activity,” for which the Recipient receives Federal financial assistance from DOT, 
including the Federal Highway Administration.

In accordance with US DOT 1050.2A, the CA Agency must insert the following notification in all 
solicitations for bids, requests for proposals for work, or material subject to the Acts and regulations 
made in connection with all FAHP and, in adapted form, in all proposals for negotiated agreements 
regardless of funding source:

252.42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively 
ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged business 
enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and 
will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color national origin in consideration for an 
award.” 

In accordance with US DOT Order 1050.2A, the CA Agency must insert the clauses of Appendix A and E of 
the Title VI Assurances in every contract, subcontract, or agreement. When applicable, the CA Agency 
must insert Appendix B, C, or D of the Title VI Assurances in contracts and subcontracts. 

The CA Agency must forward Title VI complaints filed against the CA Agency on a federal-aid program or 
project to ADOT CRO for investigation.
